The M-MBP platform is an innovative
architecture consisting of the following layered
components:

Network Service Layer

Mobilis' network layer provides integration

into the core network elements. With RADIUS
and SIP support, operators are assured of the
ability to obtain network events in real-time.
Moreover, Mobilis' own SDP is available to speed
deployment of real-time services, or if a SDP is
already in place, Mobilis can integrate using a
standard Web services object.

Service Control Layer

The Service Control layer provides real-time
session control over the network elements and
all the sessions attached to them. Rating and
charging is in the session loop, which ensures
that transactions cannot start without resources
available against the account.

Application Service Layer

M-MBP comes complete with all the core
components needed for to offer real-time
prepaid, postpaid or anypay. Leveraging JAVA-
based application servers, operators can use any
or all of the applications to suit the business
requirement. The Application layer is comprised
of modules for real-time billing, voucher
management, inventory management, vendor
management, reporting and more. This open
design makes certain that operator of any size
or business model can take advantage of the
innovative M-MBP platform.

UNIFIED RATING AND CHARGING
ENGINE

The M-MBP rating and charging engine
furnishes a unified event-based design. This
means that the platform can collect and process
data simultaneously and in real-time from

any source. For example, multiple events from

a single user are processed simultaneously

so operators can offer the same services to a
prepaid customer that they offer to a postpaid
customer. In addition, postpaid subscribers are
rated and charged in real-time. This allows
operators the flexibility to generate invoices at
any time. A completely flexible approach like
Mobilis' ensures that every market segment
gains exciting and compelling products. Further,
from a financial perspective, there is no revenue
leakage and real-time credit management. This
provides operators with additional comfort in
knowing that every transaction rates and bills
correctly.
